








I. PURPOSE

A. The purpose of this COSP is 
1. to identify routes that Campus Operations vehicles shall avoid in order to reduce safety concerns for small children and the amount of “commercial” traffic through a neighborhood and 

2. to instruct Campus Operations staff the most expeditious and safest  routes to travel.

II. GENERAL
Campus Operations vehicles shall be driven to work related locations using the most expeditious routes unless specific roads, streets, intersections, etc. have been identified by the Senior Associate Vice Chancellor for Campus Operations as routes to avoid. 

III. PROCEDURES

A. Rock Springs Road
1. ALL Campus Operations vehicles should avoid Rock Springs Road with the exception of vehicles driven to access the two steam manholes on Edgewood Circle.    
B. Maple Street Neighborhood east of end of Main or East Campus
1. ALL Campus Operations vehicles shall avoid the Maple Street neighborhood including traveling on Maple Street and crossing Maple Street by entering on Sixth Street.  Shady Lane shall only be used to access the University owned house at 953 Shady Lane.
C. Plaza at West End Dining

1. Vehicles are allowed on the Plaza only from the west end of Faculty Way to the Service Yard between West End Dining and Fletcher Residence Hall.  Vehicular Traffic is not allowed up the handicap ramp at Greene Residence Hall North through the Plaza to Fletcher Residence Hall.  There is too much foot traffic in this area for the crossing of the Plaza with vehicles in this location.
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
