








I. GENERAL
University policy states that the use of lighted tobacco products in any form is prohibited in University vehicles per GS 130A-493.  Per GS 130A-493, a “smoking is prohibited” sign shall be placed in conspicuous area of the vehicle.  

II. RESPONSIBILITY

It is the responsibility of all Campus Operations staff to observe this smoking policy. It is the responsibility of each Supervisor and Manager to enforce this policy in their area of responsibility. Directors, Associate, and Assistant Directors are responsible for ensuring that Campus Operations employees are not using lighted tobacco products in any form in University vehicles.  

III. POLICY

Campus Operations prohibits use of lighted tobacco products in any form in University vehicles. Campus Operations shall place a “smoking is prohibited” sign in conspicuous area of University vehicles.   Campus Operations prohibits use of lighted tobacco products in any form in special use vehicles.  Special use vehicles are defined as vehicles not intended for transporting personnel and machinery including but not limited to self-propelled equipment such as motor graders, sweepers, tractors, backhoes, forklifts, mowers, golf carts, and electric vehicles.  
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
