








I. GENERAL
January 14, 2003, East Carolina University entered in an agreement with the City of Greenville regarding the construction and maintenance of the Minges greenway for public recreational uses.

The agreement states that the general public shall have free access to and use of the Minges greenway after it is constructed, subject to laws and ordinances of the State of North Carolina and rules and regulations of ECU, for public recreational purposes including, but not limited to, walking, nature studies, hiking, bicycle riding, jogging, and picnicking. 

II. PURPOSE
The purpose of this FSSP is to outline the responsibilities associated with construction and maintenance of the Minges greenway.

III. PROCEDURES
The agreement specifies that locations of signs for the trail and bike route on the Minges greenway shall be agreed upon by the City of Greenville, NCDOT, and ECU.  No sign shall be placed upon the Minges greenway unless ECU approves the wording and location of the sign.

The Assistant Director, Facilities Service Center at 328-6776 shall serve in this capacity for ECU.  

IV. RESPONSIBILITIES

Per the agreement as Grantee, the City of Greenville shall assume the following responsibilities: 

· Develop and construct the Minges greenway.

· Place sufficient signage and pavement markings in the vicinity of the trail and bike route on the Minges greenway as agreed upon with ECU to provide directional assistance, to provide for the safety of the users, and to meet minimum requirements of the NCDOT. 

· Maintain the trail and bike route signage on the Minges greenway. 

Per the agreement as Grantor, ECU shall assume the following responsibilities: 

· Repair and maintain the Minges greenway after it is constructed.

· Maintain the pavement markings on the Minges greenway.
· If ECU decides to relocate the Minges greenway, the cost of such relocation shall be the responsibility of ECU.
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
