








I. PURPOSE
Facilities Services-Grounds Services provides snow/ice removal for the Health Sciences Campus and West Research Campus. Some outlying buildings are included.  The purpose of the FSSP is to identify the areas/buildings covered (and those not covered), specify priorities, and to clarify the general fiscal responsibilities for Grounds Services support.

II. PROCEDURES

Snow and Ice Removal

A. In the event of significant snow/ice accumulation, the Associate Vice Chancellor for Health Sciences Administration or ECU Physicians Medical Director shall notify the Assistant Director, Grounds Services of the hours of operation for each location that Grounds Services assists with snow/ice removal (listed in II.C.).  The Assistant Director, Grounds Services shall use this information to allocate resources. 

B. Ice-melt product purchased by the BSOM may be stored at Grounds Services complex on Main Campus.  Grounds Services shall not be responsible for pick-up or delivery of the product.  
C. The following list indicates the priority order for snow/ice removal at the Health Sciences Campus by Facilities Services-Grounds Services:

1. Entrances, walkways, and parking lots of the clinics including Pediatric Outpatient Center, Leo Jenkins Cancer Center, Brody Outpatient Center, MRI 

2. Administrative East entrance to Brody Medical Sciences Building

3. Health Sciences Library walkway

4. Staff entrances, walkways, and loading dock/receiving area at Brody Medical Sciences Building

5. Other sidewalks around main HSC buildings 

6. Lakeside Annex/Clinical Skills ramps & sidewalks

7. ADI/Hardy Building/AHEC Modular Unit

8. SOM Parking lots 

9. Steam Plant-parking and entrances

10. Bethel Family Practice Center

11. West Research Campus 

D. Facilities Services-Grounds Services shall assist with snow/ice removal at the following locations.  The indicated account numbers should be used for expenses, including labor and material costs, related to the snow/ice removal provided by Grounds Services.

E. West Research Campus
Due to the location and types of roads leading to the West Research Campus, response by Grounds Services will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis.  The Assistant Director, Grounds Services shall contact Department of Transportation to determine the condition of the roads to West Research Campus facility.  The Assistant Director, Grounds Services shall evaluate the situation before dispatching Grounds personnel and equipment to the West Research Campus.  The Assistant Director, Grounds Services shall advise Associate Vice Chancellor for Health Sciences Administration and Sr. Associate Vice Chancellor for Campus Operations of Grounds Services response at West Research Campus.

Snow/ice removal at these locations is contracted with an outside vendor by Group Practice Administration with the following exceptions:

· Snow/ice removal at Doctors Park #6, #2 is coordinated by PMI (Pitt Management for PCMH) 

· Snow/ice removal at Thomas Building – 1605 Arlington Blvd is coordinated by BSOM Business Affairs. 

In the event, the contracted vendor fails to provide necessary snow/ice removal, the Associate Vice Chancellor for Health Sciences Administration (Vanderpool) shall contact the Assistant Director, Grounds Services to request assistance from Grounds Services.  With the request, the Associate Vice Chancellor for Health Sciences Administration shall provide a re-prioritized list of all Health Sciences Buildings for response by Grounds Services.  The indicated account numbers should be used for expenses, including labor and material costs, related to emergency support provided by Grounds Services.
