








I. GENERAL
Snow and ice falling from a building roof can be hazardous. Generally landscaping and vegetation prevent people and vehicles from being in danger of snow or ice falling off a building.  The ice storm in 2003 was a unique instance of significant ice accumulation that thawed and fell rather than simply melting as is more common to the area.   

II. PURPOSE

The purpose of this FSSP is to identify areas on Main Campus where snow and ice falling from a roof may be a problem and outline procedures to address the hazard.

III. PROCEDURES

A. A PM work order will be issued each October for Grounds Services to review locations and procedures outlined in this FSSP.

B. Chancellor’s Residence:
Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm and advise building occupants of danger.  

C. Cotten Residence Hall: 
Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  Courtyard and rear doors will be made inactive when necessary.

D. Fleming Residence Hall:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm. An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  The sidewalk along Faculty Way shall be barricaded and the Courtyard doors will be made inactive when necessary.

E. Jarvis Residence Hall:
Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm. An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  The sidewalk along Faculty Way shall be barricaded when necessary.  Roofers shall remove ice over handicap ramp in courtyard.

F. International House:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm and advise building occupants of danger.  

G. Mamie Jenkins:
Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm and advise building occupants of danger.  

H. Maritime History:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm and advise building occupants of danger.  

I. Messick Theater:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  Roofers shall barricade the handicap ramp on the North side of the East wing when ice is present on roof.

J. Old Cafeteria Complex:
Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.

K. Ragsdale:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  Interior doors to courtyard shall be made inactive by roofers and Southeast corner sidewalk shall be barricaded when necessary.

L. Rivers Building:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  New addition will be monitored closely.  Plaza between Rivers and Speight shall be barricaded due to falling ice when necessary.

M. Science and Technology:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  Plaza under North facing roof will be subject to falling ice and will be barricaded when necessary.

N. Slay Residence Hall:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  Roofers shall remove ice from roof on West side of building to ensure handicap ramp and subsequent sidewalk are safe to use.  North sidewalk will be barricaded when necessary.

O. Spilman:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm and advise building occupants of danger.  

P. Student Recreation Center:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger. 

Q. Wright Complex:  Grounds Services and roofers will monitor roof after ice storm.  An e-mail will be sent out to advise building occupants of danger.  South side steps and immediate area of Wright Auditorium shall be barricaded.
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
